5. In one paragraph, how does the program further the College’s mission and goals? (only new information need 


be added)  
 
The Reading Department furthers numerous aspects of the college mission.  Reading 960 and 961 offer instruction 
at the basic skills levels, Reading 053 at the collegiate transfer level.  Reading 915 offers support to students 
enrolled in transfer-level discipline-specific courses, and the Reading Lab offers additional support to students at all 
levels.  All Reading courses contribute to students’ General Education because the instruction in reading/study 
strategies and opportunities to develop critical thinking support all other coursework.  The department’s emphasis 
on the connection between reading and writing as complementary skills promotes the development of students’ 
aggregate literacy and communication skills, skills crucial to the strength of California’s workforce and economic 
growth.  The Reading Department also furthers numerous aspects of the college’s the strategic goals.  Through 
collaborative leadership, the Reading and English department have agreed to formally recognized the 
reading/writing connection and make English 905 and Reading 961 co-requisites.  The Reading department has 
previously offered learning communities through paired Reading and Writing courses, including those in the Puente 
and Success programs.  Collaborative leadership with DESP and the Political Science and Biology departments has 
resulted in the Reading department creating and offering a new course, Reading 915: Special Topics.  This is a half 
unit course designed to support other discipline-specific courses.  For the 07-08 academic year, Reading 915 
courses are supporting Political Science 1 and Biology 10, both transfer-level general education courses.  
Collaborative leadership with various support programs fosters diversity and inclusion.  At the level of instruction, 
the department fosters diversity and inclusion by offering instruction that recognizes, even celebrates differences in 
learning styles, and by offering varied instructional techniques as well as activities that raise students’ awareness 
about their own learning styles.  Finally, Reading is a natural discipline in which to raise awareness and respect for 
various cultures, not only because students read multi-cultural texts, but also because students are offered 
opportunities to think critically about how their own culture influences their interpretations and reactions to texts and 
about how culture contributes to other readers’ varied responses to texts. 
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6. In one paragraph, what significant events have affected or impacted the program since the last program 
review? 


 
The most significant event impacting the department has been the retirement of the second full-time faculty 
member, Susan Smith, in spring 2007.  Since her retirement, the department has had to hire four new associate 
faculty members in order to staff its classes.  The Reading department faculty must grow to meet the demands of 
the English 905/Reading 961 co-requisite set to begin in fall 2008.  Based on past assessment score trends, the 
department estimates that it will need to offer at least 6 additional sections of Reading 961 (1.2 FTEf) starting fall 
2008.  If the college is to meet the needs of the Basic Skills Initiative, expansion of the Reading department with 
another full-time faculty member is imperative.

Analysis in the 2006 program review revealed a 20% increase in headcount since the previous program review in 
2003.   
 
Regarding WSCH, the Reading department’s plan for fall 2007 was 605.  The actual for fall 2007 is 523.   
 
The department offers two late-start support courses for Biology and Political Science which will raise the end-of-
term WCSH total. 
 
With only one full-time instructor and a small associate pool, the Reading department had to offer fewer sections (7 
3-unit courses instead of 10) and is using 1.655 FTEf for fall 2007. Although this lowered the projected total WSCH, 
it raised the department’s efficiency.  
 
The planned WSCH/FTE was 269, while the actual WSCH/FTE achieved is 316.  Please note that Reading will 
never be able to meet the college goal of 550 because of a load book maximum of 25 students/section in its lower 
level basic skills classes.

Data from 2002-2006 show that the Reading department consistently serves a greater percentage of the African 
American and Latino student populations, enrolling approximately double the percentages as compared to the 
college averages. For example, in Spring 2006, the Reading department’s African American population was 6.1% 
as compared to the college-wide population of 3.2%, and the Reading department’s Latino population was 32.7% as 
compared to the college-wide population of only 15.3%. 


2002-2006 data show that gender-trends in the Reading department are similar to those college-wide, about 60% 
female to 40% male.  It also shows that every semester the largest percentage of Reading students is under 21 
years old.   As stated in the 2006 program review, this trend of young students is well above the college average 
and may reflect a continuing trend of under-prepared students coming to WVC directly from high school.  
Recognizing this trend of young students may also help the department identify appropriate retention strategies.

Success rates for Reading average 64%, just below the college average of 66%.  Retention rates, however, are 
below the college average (10% below for enrolled retained and 7% below for % FTEs retained).  The assessment 
completed by the department for the Basic Skills Initiative will outline in detail its current practices, and the best 
practices outlined in the Basic Skills Initiative booklet should help the department evaluate its current practices and 
devise a plan to improve success and retention.  No doubt, the department needs to continue its efforts with other 
programs to support and retain students.  The Reading department is also open to new strategies for improving 
success and retention and hopes the BSI assessment will help it to discover and make a plan to implement new 
strategies.  Clearly, there is much work to be done.  The department must reiterate that its ability to create and carry 
out plans for improved student success demands the addition of another full-time faculty member.   
 
 
4. Are there any data or factors (e.g. integration of technology; college, district, or state expectation or mandates) 
concerning staffing in the program, that suggest a need for increasing or decreasing program staff (e.g. permanent 
and associate FTE, permanent and hourly classified staffing or administrative staffing)? 


 


The Basic Skills Initiative is a state mandate.  If West Valley College is to improve instruction at the  basic skills 
level, it must expand the Reading department with another full-time faculty member as well as a number of 
associate faculty.  When the English 905-Reading 961 co-requisite goes into effect in Fall 2008, the Reading 
department will need at least an additional 1.2 FTEf for added sections of Reading 961.   


Support services like the Reading Lab are also essential to enabling the success of basic skills level students.  If the 
Reading department is to expand the services of the Reading Lab, it will need additional FTEf to hire associate 
faculty to staff more lab hours.  The Reading support courses, Reading 915 (offered for Political Science 1 and 
Biology 10 in Fall 2007) help build the basic skills needed to succeed in college-level coursework, and unlike other 
basic skills level classes, they do it in the context of a college-level course.  


Increased staffing is also needed in the Reading department with regards to technology.  If the Reading department 
is to offer Reading 53 in an online format, and if it is to integrate more online options into the Reading Lab, more 
instructors are needed, especially those with technological experience and expertise.

• The Reading and English departments have agreed to make Reading 961 and English 905 co-requisites—
currently, both course outlines have been revised and are awaiting approval from the curriculum 
committee.  


• The Reading 53 course outline has been revised and a distance learning component has been added so 
that the department can offer Reading 53 online; this course outline is also currently awaiting approval.  
Once approved, the department would like to begin offering Reading 53 online as soon as possible. 


• The department would like to offer more sections of the reading support course, Reading 915, and it would 
like to identify new classes to support. 


• The department plans to revise the Reading 960 course outline.

A) SLO Data were collected in Spring 2007 for all Reading 961 classes.  This was the first time the Reading 
department assessed SLOs, so this is the initial set of data.  Pre and Post-tests were given, and the following items 
were tested: 


1. Predicting the topic, 2. Connecting to prior knowledge, 3. Setting goals for reading, 4.Asking questions, 5. 
Vocabulary in context, 6. Overall point or thesis, 7. Understanding terminology, 8. Identifying specific details, 9. 
Understanding graphic material, 10. Making inferences, 11. Identifying the author’s purpose, 12. Distinguishing 
between fact and opinion, 13. Responding to the author’s message, 14. Annotating a text 


Data Findings 


Students entered 961 with the greatest strengths in the following areas: connecting prior knowledge, distinguishing 
fact & opinion, responding to the author’s message, identifying specific details, and asking questions.   


Students entered 961 with the greatest weaknesses in the following areas: annotating a text, overall point or thesis, 
and understanding terminology. 


A positive finding was that students made the greatest progress over the semester in the same areas that had 
been their weakest upon entrance: annotating texts, overall point or thesis, and understanding terminology.   


Students made the least progress with some of the skills that had been their strongest when entering the class: 
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identifying details, making inferences, responding to the author’s message, asking questions, and connecting to 
prior knowledge.  


Analysis of progress in the areas of strengths and weaknesses upon entering the class shows that students are 
improving in the areas where they need it most.  


Planned Changes 


B) A chart of the Reading 961 post test skills shows the areas that the department can focus on for improved 
Reading 961 instruction.  Reading 961 instructors should focus on the weakest exit skills: identifying specific 
details, making inferences, understanding graphics, and overall point or thesis.  


While future changes should include a greater emphasis on the above-mentioned areas of weakness, instructors 
may also benefit from recognizing the above-mentioned strengths that Reading 961 students come to the class with 
and using those strengths as a place from which to build.  This strategy will enable instructors to capitalize on 
students’ assets and build confidence while also addressing areas of weakness.  


The first step the department can take toward implementing this plan is to communicate the results of the SLO’s 
assessment with Reading 961 instructors and to encourage them to acknowledge and make use of the identified 
strengths while focusing extra energy on improving identified weaknesses.   


Request for Resources 


C) Because the department’s next phase of growth will involve offering 4 times as many Reading 961 sections (from 
2 sections this Fall 2007 to 8 sections next Fall 2008), consistency of instruction will be key to effectively 
implementing the plan described above in all of the Reading 961 classes.  Hiring a second full-time faculty member 
will afford that the department staff the majority of its Reading 961 classes with full-time faculty, faculty who are 
dedicated to implementing plans specific to the needs of West Valley’s Reading program.    


The best ideas come through collaborative efforts, so an effective way for the department to communicate with all of 
the Reading faculty would be to host a semi-annual mini retreat or dinner where all Reading faculty come together 
to learn about SLOs assessment results and to brainstorm ideas for improved instruction.  Funds to host a semi-
annual mini retreat or dinner would allow the department to come together to accomplish its goals.

The state-wide Basic Skills Initiative is a powerful and well-funded external influence, a mandate from the state.  For 
the college to meet the demands of the initiative, the Reading department must be fully staffed with two full-time 
faculty members.  
 
This year’s goal of the BSI is to complete a self-assessment.  Based on the self-assessment, the department will 
devise a plan to improve its current practices and to request funding to implement those plans.  Funding requests 
may be for things such as conferences for faculty development and training, stipends for teaching in learning 
communities, or for equipment to enhance instruction.   
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E. STUDENT FACTORS SECTION (ANALYSIS AND RESPONSE) 
 


 
1. What program changes or initiatives has the program implemented in the last three years to meet the needs of 


its student population? 


The Reading department has added a new course, Reading 915, designed  to support reading in specified transfer-
level courses.  Because Reading 915 works with students already enrolled in college-level courses, it can reach a 
wider population of students, especially those who may not otherwise enroll in reading courses.  The department is 
offering Reading 915 courses supporting Political Science 1 and Biology 10 in Fall 2007.  Other departments have 
requested that the Reading department create more support courses.  The Reading department cannot meet that 
demand without adding another full-time faculty member and more associate faculty members. 
 
 
 


F. SUMMARY AND CONCLUSION SECTION: 
 


 
1.  General conclusions and summary statement. 


The Reading department is ready to grow but will be seriously compromised if a second full time faculty member is 
not hired.  The Reading department has notable strengths, essentially that it nurtures students and prepares them to 
succeed.  The addition of another instructor will enable it to capitalize on opportunities for innovative ways to 
increase student retention and success in Reading classes as well as other classes across campus. 
 
2. Program Strengths: 


The Reading department prides itself on its ability to nurture and encourage students, to prepare them to succeed in 
college and at work, and to enjoy a higher quality of life.  It fosters diversity and inclusion with the population it 
serves (larger Latino and African American populations than the college averages), with the programs it collaborates 
with (like Puente, Success, and DESP), and with class materials offering students the opportunity to increase 
awareness and gain respect for various cultures and life experiences.  SLO’s assessment points to effective 
instruction, showing that Reading 961 students are improving in the areas where they need it most.  The Reading 
department has created innovation, namely with the creation of the new Reading support course and with the 
acquisition of web-based software providing Reading Lab students the opportunity to work on their skills on or off 
campus.  Finally, the Reading department participates in collaborative leadership activities with various departments 
and programs (the English, Political Science, and Biology departments, and the DESP, Puente, and Success 
programs), recognizing that students can be best supported when the faculty and staff at West Valley work together 
on their behalf. 
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3. Program Challenges: 
 
The Reading department’s biggest challenge is its lack of faculty—it needs to hire an additional full time faculty 
member.  The Reading department will need to staff approximately 6 additional sections of Reading 961 because of 
the English 905/Reading 961 co-requisite set to begin Fall 2008.  A second full-time faculty member is also needed 
for the department to develop and offer more reading support courses, to expand the Reading Lab, to improve 
instruction, and to effectively collaborate with outreach, support, and programs across campus.   
 
Excellent Reading teachers difficult to find and difficult to keep.  Because Reading is a very specialized area of 
expertise, the pool of qualified instructors to draw from is very small.  Excellent teachers who can succeed with 
basic skills level students are rare, so the stability of the department and the quality of instruction relies on full-time 
faculty members who are committed to and connected with the institution.  Not hiring a second full-time faculty 
member would leave the department to staff most of its classes from a small associate faculty pool, a pool from 
which most of the faculty are shared with other colleges and from which the most successful instructors are quickly 
lost to full-time positions at other colleges.  The department must hire a second full-time faculty member to ensure 
its stability and success. 
 
Retention rates for the department are below the college average, so the department needs to continue to find and 
implement mechanisms to encourage retention.  Because reading is an “invisible” skill, getting student buy-in for 
Reading classes is always a challenge.  Increasing the visibility of the department across campus should help 
increase buy-in and positive word-of-mouth.  The reading support courses do that because they allow the 
department to reach a wider variety of students and to collaborate with instructors in other departments. 
 
The department is also challenged by facility and equipment limitations.  The English 905/Reading 961 co-requisite 
will require that the department find 6 additional prime-time classrooms.  The department could also enhance 
instruction if its main classroom, LA 32, had a computer with internet accessibility.  The computer could be used for 
demonstration of research techniques, demonstration of the Plato online reading software, or to show relevant 
websites, video, or audio clips.  A document camera would allow for more spontaneous presentation of materials, to 
take advantage of more “teachable moments.”  The addition of white boards on three walls would allow students to 
work on the board more often, mapping and outlining paragraphs or essays.  Board work is especially beneficial for 
kinesthetic learners.  Reading classes naturally have many Kinesthetic learners—these kinds of learners are often 
not strong verbal learners and so need Reading classes.

The Reading Lab has been able to offer the web-based software as an option for lab students to work either on or 
off site on to complete their lab hours and to have another option for the type of work they choose to do to complete 
lab hours. 
 
By hiring peer tutors, paid for with the Reading Lab budget, the Reading Lab has been able to offer 4 additional 
hours per week of tutoring to students. 
 
Funds from a matriculation grant allowed us to do the following in the Reading and Writing Labs (joint effort): train 
peer tutors, mentor peer tutors, offer more tutoring hours, advertise the Reading and Writing Labs.  All of these 
activities were done in an effort to increase lab enrollment and to increase retention and success across campus.
